A warm early afternoon in April six of us gathered under the guidance of Maria Antonia Gandolfo|for

a meeting of oO0Spanish through Experienceo. Th
in the fiction of Jorge Luis Borges. For the next two hours we were led by Maria Antonia and Borges
through a fantastic journey. We read the sjjhor
steps into analytical reading. In the process of deepening our understanding of the prose we liveg

the story in a manner particular and different for each of us. The written text was incorporated intp

our intellectual and emotional being, a wonderful transformation provoked by literature. | was im
pressed by the directness and simplicity of the text. With a wonderful economy of words Borges fje-
scribes a variety of sentiments and situations.

The short story deals with two events separated by an ocean and thirteen hundred years, both rgfer-
ring to powerful personal transformation. It was my first time with this group and | was fascinatedjby
the experience. In the story we read and discuss, the narrator visits the tomb of a fifth century wgrri-
or who arrived at the fortified walls of Ravenna as an invader; overwhelmed by the experience of
viewing the order and grandeur of a city for the first time changed his allegiance and he died defg
I ng 1 t. The narratords sense of familiarit
by the memory of a story he heard from his English grandmother. While living in the western fro
of the province of Buenos Aires where soldiers and nomadic Indians mingled at the end of the XI}
century, she met an English woman, a captive of the tribe. This woman had already borne two c il-
dren by the chieftain who kidnapped her during the attack that killed her parents. When offered a
opportunity to return to civilization, the captive refused to do so. Later, during an incidental encoljn-
ter the captive woman demonstrated the depth of her commitment to her new life by drinking the
blood of a recently killed sheep. Both transformations work on our minds like the two sides of a
coin, the savage warrior who turned defender of his former target and the young British girl who fi§lly
adapted to the wild rough life of the tribe; there was no return to their former ways for either. Maifja
Antonia helped us unravel this powerful story. | am looking forward to meeting our next Borges Hro-
ine to help us explore ourselves. Thank you Maria Antonia!!!

Eva was very well known and respected
with her creams. After she was forced to close her salon, she spent more time going to UWC and the

International Clubs; she was also a member of the French community.

| spent many an afternoon with Eva, listening to her amazing
stories. What | always admired about her was that she was
always happy. She never complained, she always had a
smile. She said she had suffered so much in her young life
that everything was a gain for her. Eva liked beautiful things,
beautiful people; she always admired combinations of colors
in one.
